
 

 

HUNT ELK IN NEW MEXICO         bd    Click for More Photos 

This beautiful area is in Espanola, 30 

minutes North of Santa Fe in Rio Arriba 

Co. The hunts take place in the Santa Fe 

and Carson National Forest.  All  guides 

are experienced sportsman, are born and 

raised in our area, know the hunting areas 

very well and have guided for several 

years.  They are trained in CPR/First 

Aid and are knowledgeable in 

environmental hazards. All  hunts are in 

units 6C, 51, and 5B.  This is a 5-day, 1x1 

hunt for Archery, Rifle or Muzzle Loader.  

Deadline for the draw is mid-March. If 

unsuccessful in the draw for a Elk 

hunt, you will be given a landowner permit at no cost for Elk hunt.   Game Hunting license and 2 stamps are 

required before applying or purchasing hunting licenses and these cost approximately $630.

All  public land tags for Elk, Deer, Antelope, Ibex, Sheep, and Oryx in New Mexico are allocated on a 

drawing basis.  Complete New Mexico Department of Game and Fish License application for License for 

Public Lands permit or New Mexico Department of Game and Fish License application for the draw.   Be sure 

to select the hunt you would like. The deadline to apply is approximately mid-March. 

 If unsuccessful in the draw for an Elk hunt, you will be given a landowner permit at no cost for Elk hunt.  

However, you must still purchase a New Mexico State license to secure a permit.
